Volunteer Opportunities 

 

Bagel Sales:  Bagels and snacks are for sale Sunday mornings from 8:45am-9:15am.

We need adult two 

volunteers per date. 

Snack Sales:  Snacks are on sale in the library attached to the gym on Tuesdays from 

4:00-4:20pm.  We need one parent per date.  Students are welcome to assist! 

Class Parent:  Class parents act as a liaison between teacher and parents, alert parents 

to upcoming events or school cancellations, and manage the teacher’s gift for 

Hanukkah and end of year. 

RS Committee: Committee meets approximately once per month to discuss issues and 

help plan events.
